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AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
THE SULTANATE OF OMAN
AND
THE KINGDOM OF SPAIN
ON MUTUAL VISA EXEMPTION FOR HOLDERS OF
DIPLOMATIC, SPECIAL, AND SERVICE PASSPORTS

The Sultanate of Oman and the Kingdom ot Spain (hereinafter referred to as the “Parties™),
wishing to promote friendly and cooperative relations, and desiring to facilitate the official
travel of their naronals holding diplomarie, special, and service passports, have agreed as
tollows:

Article 1
Definitions

For purposes of this agreement, the f(')]_lr_dwing definitions -‘Ippl'\':
(a) “Passport” means:

(i) For the Sultanate of Oman, a current and valid Diplomatic, Special, or Service
Passport.

(i1) For the Kingdom of Spain, a current and valid Diplomatic or Service Passport.

(b) “National” means a national of either Party holding a Passport as defined in
paragraph (a) of this article,
Article 2

Exemption

1. Each Party shall permit Natonals of the other Party to enter, transit, and exit its territory
without the requirement of a visa.

The Sultanate of Oman shall permit Nationals of the Kingdom of Spain to stay in its
territory without the requirement of a visa for a period of 90 (ninety) days during each
pcriod of 180 (one hundred and cight_\') dn_\'s.

3. The Kingdom of Spain shall permit Nationals of the Sultanate of Oman to stay in its
territory without the requirement of a visa for a period of 9 (ninety) days during each
period of 180 (one hundred and eighty) days starting from the date of first entry at the
external border establishing the area of free movement created by the States which are
Party to the Convention implementing the Schengen Agreement of 14 June 1985, adopted
on 19 June 1990,

Article 3
Prohibitions

Nartionals of either Party must not undertake any activity that requires a work permit during
their stay in the tcrritc‘n’y of the other ])art_\'.
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Article 4
Abiding by Laws

Nationals of either Party must abide by the laws of the other Party during their stay in its
territory.

Article 5
Refusal of Entry

Fach Party may refuse the entry into, or shorten or terminate the stay in, its territory of any
National of the other Party it considers persona non-grata.

Article 6
Exchange of Specimens

1. The Partes shall exchange, through diplomartic channels, specimens of the Passports
within 60 (sixty) dayvs from the date of signature of this agreement.

If a Parry makes modificatons to the specimens of its Passports, it shall provide the other
Party with the new specimens through diplomatic channels at least 60 (sixty) days prior to
the entry into force of these new specimens.

Article 7
Passport Standards

The Parties shall endeavour to protect their passports to the highest level against forgery and
shall review their passports for compliance with the minimum security standards for machine-
readable travel documents recommended by the International Civil Aviation Organization.

Article 8
Dispute Resolution

The Partes shall amicably sertle any disputes arising out of the implementation of this

agreement by consultations through diplomatic channels.

Article 9
Other Obligations

This agreement does not affect the other obligations of the Parties arising under other
multilateral and bilateral agreements, in particular the obligations arising from the Vienna
Convention on Diplomatic Relations of 18 April 1961 and the Vienna Convention on
Consular Relations of 24 April 1963.
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Article 10
Amendments

The Parties may amend this agreement by murual consent in writing, through diplomatic
channels. Such amendments enter into torce in accordance with the provisions of article 15

of this agreement.
Article 11
Registration with United Nations

The Party in whose territory this agreement is signed shall register this agreement with the
Secretariat of the United Nations, in accordance with article 102 of the United Nations
Charter, promptly following its entry into force.

Article 12
Suspension

1. Either Party may suspend this agreement, completely or partially, for reasons relating to
national security, public order, or public health.

The Party wishing to suspend this agreement shall notify the other Party of the suspension
and specify the reasons for suspension in writing, through diplomatic channels, at least 7
(seven) davs prior to the suspension, and shall also inform the other Party of the end of
this suspension in writing, through diplomatic channels, at least 7 (seven) days prior to the
end of this suspension.

3. The suspension of this agreement does not aftect the legal status of the Nationals of the
other Party who are located in the territory of the suspending Parry.

Article 13

Termination

Either Party may terminare this agreement ar any time by notifying the other Party in writing,
through diplomatic channels, of its decision to terminate. This agreement terminates 90
(ninety) days after the receipt of such notification.

Article 14
Duration

This agreement is valid for an indefinire period of time, unless terminated in accordance with
article 13 ot this agreement.

Article 15
Entry into Force

‘T'he Partes shall ratify or approve this agreement in accordance with their respective internal
procedures. This agreement enters into force 30 (thirty) days from the darte of the later of the
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two notifications by which the Parties notify each other that those procedures have been

completed.

Done ar Madrid on 5 Nov 2025, in two criginal caples, each in the Arabic, Spanish, and
English languages, all texts being equally authentic. In case of discrepancy in nterpretation,
the English text shall prevail,
